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The homepage of UNIDO ITPO Seoul, www.unidoseoul.org, informs investors in
Korea and developing economies of the updates of investment and business
environment for the promotion of business match—making.
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The Africa Investment Promotion Agency Network (AfrlPAnet) is a UNIDO program that has
been established to provide African Investment Promotion Agencies (IPAs) with a common
platiorm to discuss and design investment promotion strategies. The network aims to
build the capacity of IPAs by providing accurate, up—to—date investor information and
technical assistance to help them to readjust investment promotion strategies towards the
implementation of customized business support services to reap the benefits of international
investment and link local productive sectors to the global economy. As of 2011, there are
41 |PAs as the members of AfrlPAnet and the close cooperation between UNIDO and the
41 members is underway.
